ACL Music Festival will take place over two consecutive weekends: Friday, September 30th at 11am to Sunday, 
October 2th at 10pm and Friday, October 7th at 11am to Sunday, October 9th at 10pm. Please see the map on the 
following page for closures. Preparatory closures are beginning the Friday before and will remain in place until 
the Monday after the festival. 

Barton Springs Pool is open at all times during normal hours. During festival days parking is protected 
at the south gate lot off Robert E. Lee for pool swimmers. In addition, Auditorium Shores will be open 
at all times for general and off-leash use.

Zilker Park, and all Austin parks, are non-smoking venues. Festival patrons will be directed to smoke outside 
the festival gates on the street. All passholders will be allowed to exit and re-enter the Festival grounds 
during the event. If you choose to smoke outside of the Festival, be mindful and responsibly discard cigarettes.

SCHEDULED CLOSURES
This year Barton Springs Road will be closed on festival show days to all vehicle traffic starting at Sterzing 
Street. Cars will be able to make a u-turn on Barton Springs Road OR turn right onto Sterzing Street and be 
directed to South Lamar Blvd. This closure will reduce the amount of vehicles allowed into the neighborhoods 
and will create a safe crossing for pedestrians at Robert E Lee and Barton Springs Road.

PARKING 
Due to the increase in restricted parking areas, appropriate signage will be installed earlier, as well as allowing 
for time for corrections prior to the event commencing.

These signs are valid upon installation. Please adhere to the signage. The restricted parking area signage will 
stay UP between weekends. They remain valid during this time period.

FUN FESTIVAL FACTS
	� 2015 marked the ninth anniversary of the partnership between Austin Parks Foundation and Austin City Limits 

Musical Festival, generating more than $15 million for the Austin parks system over the last 9 years. A portion 
of every ticket sale, as well as other revenue from ACL, goes directly to APF, allowing them to plant and save trees; 

install playscapes, volleyball courts and ping pong tables; improve and expand trails; and transform neighborhoods.

�	 In 2015, 2,098 fans registered to “get on the list” for Love Hope Strength’s international bone 
	 marrow registry.

	 72% of ACL’s waste by volume was diverted from the landfill, resulting in over 169 tons of recycled 
	 and/or composted materials with the help of staff, crowd service ambassadors and about 3,700 
	 participants who kept the park clean by participating in the Rock & Recycle Program.

	 The equivalent of 564, 743 bottles were filled at the CamelBak Filling Stations, bringing the six-year 
	 total to 2,382,429 containers diverted from the landfill since 2010.
